	Children understand the importance of rules and how these apply to school and the wider society.

The children’s understanding of their rights has been developed through creating Classroom rules. All the children contribute to the classroom rules.

Children are taught the value and reasons behind laws, that they protect us, the responsibilities that this involves and the consequences when laws are broken. Visits from authorities such as the Police and Fire Service help reinforce this message.

	Children are actively encouraged to make choices, knowing that they are in a safe and supportive environment.  

As a school, we educate and provide boundaries for pupils to make choices safely, through provision of a safe environment and empowering education. 

Pupils are encouraged to know, understand and exercise their rights and personal freedoms and advised how to exercise these safely, for example through our Online Safety and RSHE lessons. 

Whether this is through choice of learning challenge, what particular interests the children have or deciding the direction of lessons in our creative curriculum, children are able to express their views.   

Children can also participate in the range of extra-curricular clubs and opportunities, pupils are given the freedom to make choices.
